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Statement of Intent

Bishopthorpe Preschool Playgroup recognises that some children between the age of 3 and 5 years will not be securely toilet trained.  We welcome all children, whatever their stage of maturation.  Children who are in nappies will be made to feel that this is acceptable and normal and they will not be hurried, discriminated against, or made to feel burdensome. We see toilet training as a self-care skill that children have the opportunity to learn with the full support and non-judgemental concern of adults.
Aim

We aim to provide as private a place as possible for nappy changing.  Only staff members will attend to this intimate level of care, and all staff will be made aware of the procedures for changing nappies. Attention will be paid to ensure strict hygiene, the avoidance of cross contamination, and the comfort and dignity of the child. Parents/volunteers are not permitted to assist with any form of toileting with the exception of their own children.

Methods

· Parents will be encouraged to advise staff on the stage of toilet training, and on the change of clothing and nappies or ‘pull ups’ which they have provided.  We work with parents towards toilet training, unless there are medical or other developmental reasons why this may not be appropriate at the time. Parents will be asked by the child’s key person on starting playgroup to complete a form stating when they would like their child to be changed and any specific requirements. The instructions will be followed and recorded on the child’s individual Nappy/pull up changing record.
· Spare nappies and clothing will be available in playgroup for use by the children if these have not been provided or already been used.

· Young children are encouraged to take an interest in using the toilet.
· Older children access the toilet when they have the need to and are encouraged to be independent.
· Staff will check the children during the session for soiled/wet nappies and remind children wearing trainer nappies to use the toilet.

· All staff are familiar with the hygiene procedures and carry these out when changing nappies, and will follow the ‘Nappy Changing Routine’ displayed in the toilet area.

· A child who has accidentally soiled or wet his/her clothing will be changed by staff who will adapt the nappy changing routine to fit the circumstances.

· Wet or soiled areas/equipment will be cleaned using the ‘Accidental spillages clean up procedure’ displayed in the toilet area.

· Any nappy or clothing change will be reported to the supervisor and parent/carers informed on collection.

· If young children are left in wet or soiled nappies/’pull ups’ in the Playgroup this may constitute neglect and will be a disciplinary matter. Settings have a  duty of care towards children’s personal needs.
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Safeguarding and Welfare Requirements - Premises





3.61. Providers must ensure there is an adequate number of toilets and hand basins available. Except in childminding settings, there should usually be separate toilet facilities for adults. Providers must ensure there are suitable hygienic changing facilities for changing any children who are in nappies and providers should ensure that an adequate supply of clean bedding, towels, spare clothes and any other necessary items is always available.
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
